The School
Stage Crazy Theatre School teaches students from the ages of 5 to 17 how to act, sing and dance.  Lessons are taught in a fun and lively way, covering many aspects of the Performing Arts, as well as skills that are valuable in everyday life.  Stage Crazy is not just for budding actors, but it also helps to develop student’s confidence and self-esteem.  It is also one of the Brentwood School elective options.


The Three disciplines:  Drama, Dance and Singing
Separate lessons are given in each of the three disciplines to ensure that students focus on enhancing, through specialist tuition, their skills in all areas.  Some skills will naturally be reflected in all three disciplines; listening, team work, co-operation, evaluation, memory and performance.


Drama
During the term, students will explore a wide range of drama skills and techniques aimed at expanding their overall acting ability.  Through their work and the opportunity to direct and perform to each other, students develop many drama, and non-drama related skills; spontaneity, imagination, naturalness, voice, group awareness and communication, movement, thought and emotions, line learning and performance techniques.


Singing

STAGE CRAZY TERMS AND CONDITIONS


Registration
Registration takes place at 12:00 at the Stage Crazy reception area, which is located in the centre of the Huddleston Building. All children must register here to comply with fire regulations.  

Supervision
Students in years 1-6 must be collected from reception by an adult at 15.00.   Students in years 7-12 will be dismissed at 15:00 to leave unaccompanied unless Stage Crazy is otherwise instructed in writing by their parent.  Please note that a charge may be incurred if a student is not collected on time.  Students who wish to leave before 15.00 must notify the Stage Crazy Reception on arrival and ensure they inform reception when leaving.

Break Times
Students will receive two short breaks.   Parents should provide adequate food and drinks for consumption during break time. 

Standards of Behaviour
If a student’s behaviour is unacceptable at any time, then they may be refused access to any future Stage Crazy classes. If such an event occurs then the parent will remain liable for the payment of the fees until the required notification of 5 weeks expires.
